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This is a guide to the orca (killer whales) who are known to visit the Punta Norte area.

Orca (Orcinus orca) are the largest of the dolphin family and are long-lived (up to 80 years). Each has distinctive
marks which make them individually identifiable. This includes the grey areas at the base of the dorsal fin, called
saddle patches, as well as the white patches on each side of the face, called eye patches.
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Madre / mother = Ishtar
The dorsal fin is the feature most commonly used for photo identification. It is like a fingerprint that differentiates
the individual orca. We look for the overall size and shape (e.g., rounded tip, wide base) and then distinguishing
features such as notches. The saddle patches often have dark marks visible (permanent scars and scratches), which

are also helpful in photo identification.
